NEW FEATURE: For 5530M Series Communicators, the status of the panel can be retrieved not only from the
status PGM but now also from the Open/Close reports from the dialler. Therefore, wiring the white wire and
programming of the status PGM of the panel is optional.

IMPORTANT NOTE: The Open/Close reporting needs to be enabled during the initial pairing procedure.

Programming the Paradox SP1738 Alarm Panel via the Keypad
